Ex- Bailie David Neave

The passing of ex-Bailie David Neave at his residence at Bright Street, Lochee yesterday morning removes a popular and genial figure from municipal and other circles. About 74 years of age, councillor Neave had been in failing health for some time, but until recently he had been attending to his municipal duties with his usual exactness, and thus the news of his death was unexpected to his many friends.

His death causes a vacancy in the representation of the third ward of the Town Council and the vacancy can be filled only be a bye-election. 

Although familiarly known as one of the veterans of Lochee, Mr Neave was a Forfarian by birth. His family had an association with the Napoleonic days. His father, who was bandmaster of the 53rd Regiment, which escorted the de-throned Emperor to his home at St Helena, and was on duty there for five years during which time there were many opportunities of seeing the exile. On the expiry of the bandmasters’ period of service he returned home and settled down In Forfar.

Like his father Councillor Neave became a baker and after experience in Forfar, London and Lochee he began business on his own account in Bank Street. It became a thriving concern and about 1906 he acquired the business in Perth Road which for about 50 years had been conducted by Mr David Buchan. 

The name of David Neave became well known throughout the city. When he retired from active business about 2 years ago he had established a splendid concern. He took a keen interest in the affairs of the Trade generally and held the office of Deacon of the Baker Incorporation.
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
