Death of Former Locksmiths Owner

Monifieth man Charles Scott, former proprietor of Adam & Son, Locksmiths, Dundee, has died in Ninewells Hospital in Dundee aged 80.

Born and brought up in the Lawside area, Mr Scott attended the old Dudhope School and Harris Academy before serving his time as a joiner with Alexander Oastler Ltd.

He moved to London in the 1930’s for a spell, before returning to Dundee and taking up a foreman joiners post with Kerr B. Sturrock.

After marrying his wife Jessie in 1939, Mr Scott was retained in Dundee during the Second World War to work in the war industry operations concerning the repairing and refitting of ships. Shortly after the war, he bought the business of Robert Adam & Son in Commercial Street from the son of the original founder.

In the 1970’s, the business moved round the corner to larger premises in Dock Street.

Mr Scott worked in the locksmiths until his 70th birthday.

In his youth Mr Scott was a keen amateur boxer. He was also a member of the St Mary’s Brass Band.

Mr Scott was a founder member of the Dundee Aquarium Club started in 1948, a member of the Baker Craft and of Lodge Dundee St. Mary.

Mr Scott is survived by his wife Jessie, son Charles and daughter Pat.
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
