Dundee Master Baker Dead

Mr J. M. Wallace head of the well known Dundee Bakery Business J. M. Wallace & Sons died at his home 'Westgrove', Blackness Road last night, he was 83 and had been ailing for some time.

A native of Dundee he served his bakery apprenticeship with his father Mr David Wallace, Baker, Charles Street. Before taking up business on his own account in Malden Massucheuchets at the age of 22 he was employed by Messers Lindsay  & Low and had been a cook at sea.

He was in business in America for over 20 years and when he returned to Dundee in 1897 inaugurated the now extensive bakery firm of J. M. Wallace & Sons. His first shop was at 70 Blackness Road but with the growth of trade opened up in Stobswell and Brook Street. There oar now more than a dozen shops in the city bearing his name.

He was a member of the Master Bakers Association and the Nine Trades Incorporation.

An inveterate traveller he crossed the Atlantic on the maiden voyage of the Queen Mary in 1936 and prior to that had sailed to America 11 times. While there he turned the insight into American baking methods into practical knowledge for his own business in Dundee.

He celebrated his golden wedding in 1936 and was pre-deceased by his wife 3 years ago.

He is survived by five sons, four of whom are connected with the baking trade and the other Mr Norman Wallace being in business in Toronto, and a daughter.
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
