Mr William Wallace Dies in Australia

Mr William Wallace, son of the founder of the Dundee bakery firm “Land O’ Cakes” Ltd., died in Melbourne, Australia. He was 74, and had been ill for some time. He was the fourth son in the family of nine. He served his apprenticeship in Dundee as a joiner and worked in the building industry for several years before serving in the First World War in the Royal Engineers in France.

He joined the family bakery business for a short period before emigrating to Australia in 1948.

Before leaving Dundee, he was a member of the Balgay Parish Church, and Lodge Progress No 930.

Former Lord Dean of Guild, Mr Andrew Wallace, 3 Bingham Terrace, the last surviving member of the family, and his wife, visited his brother in Melbourne three years ago, while on a tour of Australia.

Mr Wallace is survived by his wife and a son from his first marriage.
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
