Whyte

A native of Tannadice and began his career as a miller. He came to Dundee and opened a baker’s shop in Constitution Road. In 1868 he moved to premises in Princess Street which he was in for a quarter of a century. He represented the first ward of Dundee, and was a bailie three times. He died in 1893 aged 68.
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
