Peter Anderson, a Baker was born in Arbirlot in 1831. In 1843 he became an apprentice baker with James Petrie, one of the leading bakers . He began his own business in the Nethergate in 1854. When Lindsay Street was built, he feued the space of the old quarry and put up a handsome building, including a sales shop and bakery into which he introduced the most modern appliances. He opened branch shops in Nethergate and in Newport and had one of the largest businesses in Dundee of the period. In 1874 he became A Councillor and a bailie and represented the Nine Trades at the Harbour Board. He was Deacon of the Bakers and President of the Scottish Association of Master Bakers in 1895. He died in April that year aged 64.
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
