Death of Dundee Baker

A 70-year-old Dundee Master Baker, Mr David Bell Barclay, died suddenly at his home 28 Shamrock Street this morning.

He had returned from a fortnight’s holiday at his son Colin’s home in Glasgow, only a few hours before.

A native of Lochee, Mr Barclay entered the family business started by his father, immediately on leaving Morgan academy.

The shop was on the site of the present Savings Bank in Princes Street. About 1900, they moved down to No 134, where the premises stand today. There is also a branch in Broughty Ferry Road.

During the First World War Mr Barclay served with the 4th/5th Black Watch in France. In 1918 he returned to the business, later into partnership with his brother James.

A founder member of Dundee Bakery Students association, Mr Barclay was an Ex-Chairman of the Dundee Master Baker’s Association and a former Deacon of the Baker’s Incorporation. A master Baker for over 40 years, he was also a member of the Bonnetmakers.

Sportsman

In his younger days, he was a keen footballer, swimmer, gymnast and golfer. He played for Arnot FMC and remained a keen supporter of the junior club till it folded, being an Honorary Office Bearer. Latterly he concentrated on curling and fishing although he had been unable to take part in either sport for two years through ill health.

A life long member of Wallacetown Church, Mr Barclay was also a Freemason of Lodge St David’s. He was a sergeant in the special Constabulary and an inspector of the British Boxing Board of Control.

Mr Barclays’ wife died in March this year. He is survived by two daughters and his son, a baker with Beatties in Glasgow.
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
