Noted Baker - Artist Dead

Mr David Goodfellow’s Successful Hobby

Mr David Goodfellow, head of the well-known firm of Goodfellow & Steven, Bakers, Gray Street Broughty Ferry died yesterday following an operation in a Dundee Nursing Home. He was at work in the confectionery department - his favourite branch of the business – up till a fortnight ago.

Born in Lochee, Mr Goodfellow was a member of a family  which had been connected with the baking industry for over 100 years. As a schoolboy he assisted in his father’s business in Muirhead of Liff.

In 1897 Along with his wife, then Miss Margaret Steven he established the firm of Goodfellow & Steven. Mrs Goodfellow, who comes from a family long connected with the baking trade, her grandfather having been in business in Dunkeld over 100 years ago.

Mr & Mrs Goodfellow were married in 1900 and they built up the business from a small concern to its present modern well-equipped dimensions. Mr Goodfellow was a former President of Scottish Association of Master Bakers.

He was equally well known as an amateur artist – a hobby he started when 40 years of age. Previously his only recreation was yachting. He was a member of Royal Tay Yachting club.

Ability Recognised

Although he had a natural bent for painting it was not until a friend showed him a photograph of his favourite yacht ‘Emerald’ taken from the Broughty pierhead, that he got the inspiration to take up Art. Since then he painted many studies of flowers, landscapes and interiors which have been admired by thousands of lovers of Art.

His ability as a water colour artist was recognised by the Royal Scottish Academy, The Society of Scottish Artists and the Royal Institute of Fine Arts in Scotland. He had pictures hung at their exhibitions in Edinburgh and Glasgow. Last year he had a picture accepted by the Royal Institute of Painters and Water Colours, London.

His works adorn the walls of his tearooms in Gray Street. Although he had not painted anything for six months he recently decided to change his display to an all flower exhibition. He did not sell any of his paintings until three years ago, when he agreed to sell 12 in aid of the funds of Dundee Royal Infirmary.

He was an elder of East Church Broughty Ferry, and resided at 12 Douglas Terrace Broughty Ferry.

Mr Goodfellow who was 69 is survived by his wife and three sons, two of whom are in the business and the third a farmer at Tealing.
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
