Dundee Baker Chief Dead

Mr Samuel Haughton, Managing Director of J. R. Ingram & Co, Bakers and Confectioners, Dundee and Broughty Ferry died yesterday at his home 18 Strips of Craigie Road.

A native of Manchester, he came to Dundee just after the First World War to the staff of James Keiller & Sons Ltd. He acquired a controlling interest in the business of the late Mr J. R. Ingram in 1936 and it was formed into a limited liability company. The firm now has 15 shops in the city.

He took a leading part in the councils of the bakery trade and was Secretary of the Dundee division of the Scottish Master Baker’s Association and a member of the Nine Incorporated Trades of Dundee. Mr Haughton was 63 and is survived by his wife.
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
