Extract from Minute General Special Meeting of the Nine Trades 

Dated first December 1869

Convener Rattray in the Chair

Before proceeding with General Business Mr Warden moved as follows:

That the Meeting record with sincere regret the loss which the Nine Trades have sustained by the death of Mr David Hume on eleventh ultimo. 

Mr Hume was a member of the Nine Trades for forty years and during the whole period he took a deep and intelligent interest in the affairs of the Trades. He was Convener in Eighteen hundred and fifty five and held office for two years and at various times represented the Trades at the Harbour and other public Boards.

Mr Hume was indefatigable in his exertions to secure to Dundee the funds to build and endow the Morgan Hospital and he was the first Governor elected by the Trades to that Institution.

Mr Hume was active, energetic and warm hearted; a Kind friend and a general favourite, highly respected and deservedly esteemed by all who Knew him.

The members of the Nine Trades desire to express their deep sympathy with Mrs Hume and the several members of her family in the death of a loving husband, and affectionate father and a true friend. 

And they Instructed their clerk to send an excerpt from the Minute to Mrs Hume.
