Death of Mr J. R. Ingram

Baking and Catering Business won a Leading Place

Mr J. R. Ingram well known Dundee businessman and sportsman died yesterday at his home ‘Kirkstone’ 13 Hill Street, Broughty Ferry.

He had been suffering from heart trouble for some time and had been confined to the house. “Joe” Ingram was a cheery personality and in establishing his many contacts throughout the city and district he was assisted by his natural frankness combined with a keen business ability.

Born in Aberdeen 67 years ago he came to Dundee as a young man.

He was a foreman baker in Keiller's before striking out on his own 1913. He acquired the bakery business carried on by Mr William Wallace at 41 Gray Street Broughty ferry. 

The business developed into one of the best known baking and catering firms with branches in different parts of the city. Shortly after the last war he bought Lamb’s Restaurant in Reform Street and latterly the business with 13 branches was the largest of its kind in Scotland under the control of a single head. In May 1936 it was converted into a limited liability company. Mr Jas. Haughton late of Jas. Keiller & Son Ltd., became the principal shareholder, he and Mr Ingram being joint directors. At the same time Mr Ingram acquired as an independent concern four shops and bakery belonging to Ex- Bailie Simon Fraser.

In this way Mr Ingram kept in direct touch with business affairs although not so actively engaged as he had been in former years.

For many seasons he was a regular attender at Forthill. A member of Forfarshire CCC, he was also the official caterer there. In the same capacity he was always to be seen at Dundee Flower Show. One of his biggest and most successful catering jobs was in connection with the Highland Show at Dundee in 1933.

Sport always found him warmly interested. As a young man he was a member of the team that represented the Craighall Cricket Club. A few years ago when the ‘old Craighallians’ gathered for an annual game “Joe” Ingram was amongst them again. Another of his sports was bowling and in 1938 he was President of Broughty Ferry Club.

A regular worshiper in Ward Chapel he was one of the early members of the Rotary Club and had a long association with the Dundee, Aberdeen, Banff and Kincardine Association. 

He is survived by Mrs Ingram and a daughter.
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
