Lawrence Kidd

Business Chief, Swimmer Ex-Bailie, Angler

Mr Lawrence Kidd, managing Director of Andrew G. Kidd Ltd the Dundee bakery, confectionery and restaurant firm and a former city magistrate died yesterday in Edinburgh.

Bailie Kidd had been ill for about three months. He was removed to Edinburgh last week from Fern Brae Nursing Home Dundee.

He died yesterday morning following an operation. He was 65 and resided at 64 Dalkeith Road.

Angling Stories

Mr Kidd had a host of friends in business and sporting circles particularly among anglers and his fund of stories brought humour to the city Chambers and to many a meeting of fishermen.

After leaving Morgan academy he gained experience of the bakery trade in London, Glasgow, Germany and Vienna before entering his fathers business.

The form expanded greatly during Mr Kidd’s long period of direction. It now has over 30 shops throughout the city and the ballroom in Lindsay Street. Its main shop and restaurant is in Reform Street and the Bakery in Lytton Street.

Mr Kidd was a member of the Baker Incorporation and was Deacon in 1934. He served during the 1914-18 war with the Black Watch and held commissioned rank. 

Council Service

His public service began in 1936 when he was elected a member of the Town Council for ward 4 in which he was born and had his home.

He was a Town councillor for 9 years. In 1937 he was appointed a Magistrate and a few years later became Convener of the Parks and Cemeteries. He was re-elected to the council in 1939. He served a second term as a magistrate in 1940.

A keen sportsman he was a member of Belmont Swimming Club. He represented Scotland at water polo and was Scottish breaststroke champion.

He captained the Belmont Club in 1914 and in 1920 was Honorary Vice-President of the Midland Swimming Association.

Angling was his principal leisure pursuit in later life. He was President of the Scottish Angling Club Association in 1937. He had fished for Scotland in the International on Loch Leven and in 1938 he captained the Scottish team.

A member of Dundee Angling Club he was a council member in 1947 and was Vice-President in 1948 and 1949. He was a Vice-President of Dundee West End Angling Club in 1949.

In April 1957 was married to Mrs Mina Greig.
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
