Brought French Pastry to Dundee

Mr Thomas E. Lund (79), who collapsed and died yesterday in his garden at 27 Bruce Road, Kingsway, Downfield had the distinction of being the first man to introduce French Pastry into Dundee. A native of Norway he entered the bakery trade when only 9, with his father who was a Baker, Confectioner and Grocer in Oslo. His first contact with Scotland was in Glasgow. After 4 ½ years there, he came to Dundee where he was for 40 years with Nicol & Smibert Ltd, Bakers & Confectioners. As long as 14 years of that period, until he retired in 1938, he was manager in their Nethergate Bakery. During his long service, he was not off business for a single day.

A keen photographer, he was also a member of Craigie Bowling Club. He was long associated with Ogilvie Church. He was a member of Masonic Lodge Ancient (49) and of the Knight’s Templar. He was also affiliated to Lodge Rhoineach Mhor (1308) Downfield, and was substitute Master there for a period. 

Predeceased by his wife in 1946, he is survived by two sons, one in Paisley and the other Mr Harry Lund, Ophthalmic Optician, 52 Hawkhill, Dundee.
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
