Mr Donald Junor Dies

Mr Donald Junor, former General Manager of the old Dundee Savings Bank, who raised it to a place of great distinction amongst the Trustee Savings Bank Association has die in hospital. He was 79.

Mr Junor, 29 Dundee Road, West Ferry, an Aberdonian, started his banking career in his native city in 1936, and came to Dundee as an accountant with Dundee Savings Bank in 1939.

Promotion to assistant actuary followed in 1947, and he was appointed General Manager in 1961, a post he held until his retiral in 1975. He was awarded the M.B.E in 1970.

The personal touch, which he instilled in the Dundee Bank, did not disappear when it amalgamated with nine others, to form the Trustee Savings Bank of Tayside and Central Scotland, the day after Mr Junor retired.

One of his great interests included the training of staff, under the auspices of he Savings Bank Institute, for which he acted as both examiner and lecturer. 

He was also a regular church worker. Ordained as an elder of Dundee Parish Church (St Mary’s) in 1947, and holding the post of Honorary Treasurer for some time.

In his younger days Mr Junor was a keen cricketer, rugby player and hill-walker and was latterly a bowls enthusiast at the Dundee Club.

In the business community he was associated with the Dundee Business Club, the Bonnetmaker Craft and the Chamber of Commerce.

He is survived by his sons, Donald, a surgeon, and Brian a Physician.
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
