Ex-Bailie Dies on Holiday

Mr Robert J. Larg’s Wide Interests

While holidaying at Edzell Ex-Bailie R. J. Larg, well known Dundee business and public man was suddenly attacked by illness and died in Brechin Infirmary yesterday morning.

He had been in his usual bright spirits until Thursday night.

Mr Larg who was 62 was a native of Forfar. Educated at Montrose academy and Harris Academy Dundee he had experience in the grocery business before joining his father in the Musical Instrument Business in Whitehall Street Dundee. He became a partner in 1920 and on the business becoming a Limited Liability Company  - Larg & sons (Dundee) Ltd. – he became Chairman of the Dundee concern and subsidiary companies in Scotland. 

From 1925 until he retired in 1931 Mr Larg was a member of Dundee Town Council, was senior Magistrate for one year, and Convener of the Police committee for three years. In more recent years he had taken an active interest in the Public Libraries Committee of which he was Property Convener.

Mr Larg’s numerous other interests included Directorship for Lord Roberts Memorial Workshop, for three years, assistant County Commissioner for Rovers and Scouts, chairman of Dundee Exhibitions Ltd., a director of Dundee Approved Schools Society, Dundee Indigent Sick Society and a member of the Committee of Dundee Music Festival, member of the Guildry Incorporation and of the Bonnetmaker Craft, Life Member of the Ancient Masonic Lodge (No 49) and Eastern Star Chapter (232), Honorary Member of the Loyal Order of Ancient Shepherds, and the Oddfellows.

Mr Larg was not only a popular and genial figure in public interests but his activities in connection with musical affairs covered the whole of Scotland. Only last month he was appointed a member of the Scottish Music Merchants Association Executive Committee.

An enthusiastic golfer, he was a former Captain of Broughty Club and one of the original members of Maryfield Club of which he was a former Captain and Champion.

Mr Larg who resided at 63 Clepington Road was a member of Ward Chapel. He is survived by Mrs Larg, one son Major Eric Larg and one daughter.
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
