Death of Dr Alistair Law

DR ALISTAIR LAW, a Dundee GP for over 40 years and former chairman of the Scottish Council of the British Medical Associa​tion, has died following a long illness. He was 80.
Dundee‑born Dr Law attended Morgan Academy.

After leaving school, he studied medicine at St Andrews University, qualifying in 1947.

He worked as a trainee doctor in Dundee, Doncaster and Barnet before he was called up for National Service, serving with the Royal Air Force.

After completing his training, Dr Law worked with Dr Scott Stewart in Dundee from 1950‑1964.

After Dr Stewart retired, Dr Law worked together with his wife, Marion.

They worked in a group partnership with Drs David and Moyra Marshall at Ryehill Health Centre in Dundee until retiring.

Dr Law was a member of Tayside Health Board and very active in medical politics. He was also a member of Dundee Medical Club and Forfarshire Medical Association.

Away from medicine, he was a keen golfer.

Dr Law married Marion in 1952.

He is survived by his wife, son Alistair, daughters Susan and Jennifer. and, grandchildren Craig, Grant and Katy.
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
