Dundee Jute Merchant Dies

Mr Peter F. Low, Jute Merchant who had been actively identified with the Trade for 57 years, died suddenly at his home’ Alfriston’ 91 Forfar Road yesterday. He was 73. 

Born in the city Mr Low was educated at Morgan Academy.

He gained early experience with Messers John Ewan & Company and in 1913 he and his brother Mr William Low started on their own account, the firm which is now well known as Low Brothers (Dundee) Ltd. Wallace Works, Rosebank Street. Mr Peter was senior director.

Mr Low was a familiar figure in the East End of the city where he had resided all his life and for quarter of a century had been an elder of Victoria Street Church.

He had many friends in Kirriemuir and was one of the original members of the Golf Club.

He was also a member of the Edzell Golf Club, and a member of the Bonnetmaker Incorporation.

He is survived by Mrs Low and four daughters.
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
