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VOLUNTEERS
 from the Ninewells Cancer Campaign were saddened by the sudden death of Allen Mackenzie, who also had a long and distinguished career in radio.

Mr Mackenzie, who was 60 and lived in Broughty Ferry, was instrumental in the setting up of Radio Tay in 1980, and was its first managing director.

Born in Glasgow, he was brought up in Udrigle, Wester Ross, until moving to Canada in his mid-teens.

He studied medicine for three years bur in joining the campus radio station his love of broadcasting hit.

He moved back to Scotland where he worked on the then Radio Scotland, a pirate ship berthed on the Clyde.

Following a spell with LBC in London, he set up Beacon Radio in Wolverhampton in the mid 1970s. Before moving to Dundee in 1980 to become the city’s first commercial radio station’s managing director, staying until it was taken over by Radio Forth in 1886.

He set up a business called Connexions but in 1990 took up a post as development director at Dundee University, before assuming the title of director of appeals and fund-raising until 2002.

Latterly he concentrated on his publishing company, based in the Radio Tay building in North Isla Street.

Ninewells Cancer Campaign chairwoman Jacqui Wood said she was shocked at the news, and that he would be greatly missed.

A spokeswoman for Dundee University said staff were saddened by the news of his death.

Mr Mackenzie was also a member of the development committee of Dundee Heritage Trust.
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
