Mr Robert S. May Dead

Mr Robert S. May, the Dundee solicitor, died suddenly at his home ‘Kinloch’, Muirhead of Liff.

Mr May was 63. He retired from law practice in 1964 for health reasons.

He belonged to Muirhead, and attended school there before going on to Morgan Academy and St. Andrew’s University. His law training was with Messers J & J Pattullo & Donald, Dundee and also in Edinburgh. He qualified as a solicitor in 1929.

At that time he entered the practice of Mr John M. Soutar upon whose death five years later, he took over the business and conducted it under the firm name of Messers John M. Soutar & May, Reform Street, for many years.

On Mr May’s retiral the firm and that of Messers Stevenson & Johnston, of which Mr May was the sole partner, were acquired by Mr E. W. Reoch, solicitor. The businesses were amalgamated and Mr May became a consultant.

In Masonic circles, he was a Past Master of Lodge Dundee St Mary, and a past Principal of the Royal Arch Chapter, Dundee St Mary. He was also a senior office bearer of the Provincial Grand Lodge, Forfarshire.

Music and dramatics were amongst his interests. He was Honorary President of Muirhead and Birkhill Dramatic Society.

He was a member of the Bonnetmaker Incorporation and of Dundee Guildry. He travelled widely on the continent and in Canada and America on holiday.

Mr May was unmarried. He is survived by his brother and two sisters.
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
