R. G. McLean Dead

Mr Robert G. McLean the well known Dundee auctioneer and valuator died yesterday in the Royal Infirmary. 

He had been in hospital for three weeks, after being in ill health for the past two years. He had an operation last week. Mr McLean was 76 and had been in the auction business in Dundee for 60 years.

His bowler-hatted figure was familiar in Dundee Streets and on his auctioneer’s rostrum. He was much esteemed by a wide circle of friends for his genial nature and keen sense of humour.

His home was at 10 Whitehall Street and his business offices at 32 Bank Street.

After Mr McLean ended his school days at Harris academy and the High School, he entered his father’s business. In 1914 he was elected a Fellow of the Auctioneers Institute.

Mr McLean was a veteran of many municipal elections.  When his home was in Springfield, he was one of the most energetic members of Ward IX committee of the Municipal Electors Association.

After moving to Broughty Ferry Road, he was identified with Dundee Citizen’s Association and was Chairman of Ward 1 Committee of Dundee Ratepayer’s and Electors Association, from its inauguration until 1947. He became Vice-President of the Association in 1939.

Me McLean was elected an F. S. A about 20 years ago and was a member of the Guildry and the Bonnetmaker Craft.

He was a founder member of lodge Dundee St Mary (1149) of the Freemasons. His mother lodge was Lodge Forfar and Kincardine (225) He was also an honorary Member of Lodge Caledonia.

Mr McLean’s first wife died in 1947. He married again a year and a half later. 
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
