Mr Ralph Pride Dies Suddenly

The death took place suddenly yesterday at his home, 403 Blackness Road, Dundee, of Mr Ralph Pride, who was Editor of the ‘Evening Telegraph’ from 1939 until his retiral in 1963.

Mr Pride was 47 years in journalism.

During his 24 years as Editor of the ‘Evening Telegraph’, he was well known in many Dundee spheres, and was much esteemed for his ability as a journalist.

He successfully guided the ‘Evening Telegraph’ through the vicissitudes of the war years and later through the period in which many advanced methods of communication and presentation were developed.

Mr Pride had joined the staff of D. C. Thomson & Co. Ltd., in 1916, and at the age of 18 enlisted in the Seaforth’s during the First World War.

Wounded

He became an officer in the Loyal Regiment, with which he served in France and was wounded.

He returned to the ‘Courier’ office, and shortly after went to London as the Fleet Street Correspondent.

He was recalled to Dundee in 1928 and was successively chief sub-Editor and News Editor of the ‘Evening Telegraph before succeeding the late Mr James Buchan as Editor.

Mr Pride was a former pupil of Errol School and Harris academy.

Throughout his life he maintained his interest in the welfare of Harris academy and its pupils. He was president of the FP Association for many years.

In Home Guard

During the last war he was a Major with the Home Guard and second-in-command of the First City of Dundee Battalion.

Through his long membership of Dundee Rotary club and other bodies, he was well known in business and professional circles in the city.

He was an Ex-Deacon of the Bonnetmaker Incorporation of Dundee.

Mr Pride was formerly a member of Lochee Tennis Club and of the Rosemount and Grange Golf Clubs.

In later years he was a member of the Balgay Bowling club.

Mr Pride was a bachelor. He is survived by hi sister and four brothers.
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
