Mr James Robertson Dead

Mr James Robertson of ‘Belsize’ West Ferry, a prominent figure in the Jute Industry of Dundee and Calcutta, died on Saturday, two days before his 91st birthday.

His connection with the jute trade extended from 1882. A Lochee man, his first position was with Henry Boase & Co. Ltd. Wellfield Works.

After 12 years there Mr Robertson began his long connection with the Samnuggur Jute Factory Co. Ltd at their works in Calcutta.

He was in the service of that company and of Thomas Duff & Co. Ltd., their managing agents for 22 years.

He was General Manager and chief of the Calcutta staff for 8 years, during that period. 

Returning in 1916 to Dundee as Secretary of the Samnuggur Titaghur and Victoria Jute company, he held that post for 10 years. He then joined the boards of all three companies.

Mr Robertson was formerly a director of Messers M. & C. Hill Ltd. Jute Spinners Dundee and a former Chairman of the North British Linoleum Company, and of the British Canadian Trust.  He was also a director of the Dundee Supply Company. 

In 1935 Mr Robertson became President of Dundee chamber of commerce. He had been a Director of the High School, he Royal Infirmary and Dundee Prison Aid Society. He was also a member of the Bonnetmaker Craft.

Mrs Robertson died 5 years ago and he is survived by two sons, Lieut. Colonel Frank E. Robertson (Retired), now Hertfordshire and Captain Wilfred J. C. Robertson (Retired) of London - and his married daughter, who also loves in London.
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
