Ex-Bailie A. Inglis Shepherd Dead

Ex-Bailie A. Inglis Shepherd former well-known Dundee Business Man and a Town Councillor for 12 years up till 1945, died at his home ‘Easter Dunfallandy’, Pitlochry.

Mr Shepherd, who was 68, had not been in good health since he retired in 1950. 

He went to live at Pitlochry in 1951. He was a member of one of the City’s oldest families and he was greatly esteemed for his genial and kindly nature. The name of his great-great-grandfather is in Dundee’s ‘Lockit Buik’, and he could trace his ancestry back to the siege of Dundee by Monck in the 17th Century.

He was a son of Mr Edward Shepherd, Factor and a brother of the late Mr J. Shepherd, with whom he was associated in business for many years. He was educated at the High School.

Half a century ago Ex- Bailie Shepherd went into the firm of Messers J. & E. Shepherd, Property Agents, of which until 1950 he was also one of the senior partners. He was also principal of Messers Inglis Shepherd Ltd., Joiners.

House Building

He was Chairman of a number of house building associations and was prominently associated with the building through them, of some 400 houses in Dundee and others in Edinburgh, Perth, Aberdeen and Dumfries, bringing the total throughout Scotland to about 1,200 houses.

His first Membership of Dundee Town Council was in 1933. He served several terms as a Magistrate and other offices he held included Convenerships of the Water, Public Assistance and Gas Committees. During the war his public service included the Chairmanship of the Gas Council. He was a Justice of the Peace for the City.

In the First World War Ex-Bailie Shepherd served with the Army Service Corps in France.

He devoted many years of his life to work for the City Free Breakfast Mission and was its President for 25 years. He was also a member of Ward Chapel.

Ex-Bailie Shepherd is survived by Mrs shepherd, two daughters and his son, Mr David A. Shepherd. His eldest son John was killed while serving with the Navy during the last war.
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
