Mr Robert A. Smith Dead

Mr Robert A. Smith, Managing Director of Lowden Brothers & Co. (Engineers) Ltd. Temple Electrical Works, Dundee died yesterday after an illness of three weeks.

Mr Smith, a native of the city served as an apprentice with the firm in 1909 and became a Director 23 years later and shortly afterwards was appointed managing Director.

He was widely known in trade circles, and in 1053-4 was President of the Electrical Contractors Association of Scotland. He also served as Chairman of the Dundee branch, as a member of the Association’s Central Board and the Joint Apprenticeship Council for the industry.

In 1952 he was chairman of the local committee of contractors which conducted negotiations with the North of Scotland Hydro-Electric Board concerning the arrangements for the Dundee voltage change over.

When Mr Smith was 64, as a prominent B. B. worker he was Captain of the St. Andrew’s Church Company for nearly 20 years prior to the last was having joined the company when he was 12. In the First World War he served in the R.A.S.C. and was later commissioned in the Gordon Highlanders.

He was a Major in the Home Guard during the last war. 

Mr Smith was a member of the Chamber of Commerce, the business club and the Bonnetmaker Craft.

He stayed at 20a Roseangle, Dundee.

He is survived by his wife.
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
