Former Wine Merchant Dies

Frederick Allan

Former Dundee Wine Merchant, Mr Frederick Allan, proprietor of D. M. Allan, Reform Street, from the end of the First World War until his retiral in 1962. Has died in Roxburgh House. He was 89.

Educated at Harris Academy, he joined the Royal Field artillery on leaving school as a 17-year-old. He served in Palestine and Egypt, for the duration of the First World War, and after being invalided out, he studied accountancy in Dundee.

Before he could complete his studies, however, his grandfather Mr David Maxwell Allan died, leaving Mr Allan in charge of the family Wine Merchant’s business.

Bonnetmaker

During the depression of the 1930’s, Mr Allan expanded the business into a Wine Merchants/Grocers, in which form it continued until 1962, when it changed hands.

Mr Allan was a Past-President of Dundee Licensed Grocers Federation and a member of the city’s Bonnetmaker Craft, one of the Nine Incorporated Trades.

He is survived by his wife Catherine and son Gordon.
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
