I will speak with Colin McNab over the weekend to ensure that these arrangements are suitable to the family. I will also ask if he would like the Deacons to act as pall-bearers.

Nothing has been done by me about a wreath.

8th January 2005

10.30 hrs. Spoke with Colin regarding arrangements for his dad’s funeral. He discussed matters with Jean, who has agreed that we will provide the banner for the coffin and six pall-bearers.

‘Phoned Alex Coupar and asked him to arrange the pall-bearers. I feel that this should be done early next week, so that we can agree who the six should be.
Also ‘phoned David Goodfellow to keep him in the picture and that he liaise with Alex ref pall-bearers etc.

The funeral will take place on Thursday 13th a 13.15 hrs in the Crematorium.
The funeral directors are Wallace’s in Strathmartine Road.
I have given Colin details and he is putting a bit in the Obit in the Courier regarding his father’s history in the trades’ and that the bell will be tolled.

I have done nothing about a wreath, but obviously you will be writing to Jean on behalf of the trades.

10th January 2005
10.10 hrs. Spoke with Carol at Wallace, Funeral Directors 825726. She is to have the director who will be on duty to phone me about Pall-bearers. Have asked her to liaise with Henderson’s to collect the banner.

10.15 hrs. Phoned Stephen Henderson to confirm that the Banner will be ready for collection by James Wallace.

10.30 Phoned Steven Elwell-Sutton who will arrange for the bell in the Steeple to be tolled at 13.10 hrs on Thursday.

14.15 hrs. Spoke with Ian Bain of Wallace’s. He only requires 4 pallbearers, but if we arrange six it would be no problem as one person could walk in front and one behind the coffin. He will brief the people concerned at the Crematorium.
