Death of Well Known Master Baker

The death occurred yesterday in Dundee Infirmary after a short illness of Mr John A. Beattie, retired Master Baker. He was 72.

He retired in 1939 disposing of his bakery business, which his family had conducted for 130 years.

Son of the late Mr James Beattie, he succeeded his father in the business in 1912. In 1929, when he was Deacon of the Baker Trade he was appointed Convener of the Nine Incorporated Trades and three years later was re-elected for another term. He was also a member of the Bonnetmaker’s.

He was formerly a member of the Scottish Association of Master Bakers and for some years was associated with the boards of the Orphan Institution and the Dundee Royal Lunatic Asylum.

Mr Beattie’s home was at 17 Nesbitt Street. His wife died some years ago and he is survived by his son Mr Gilbert Beattie, Paisley.
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
