Well Known Dundee Lawyer Dead

Mr John R. Bond, one of Dundee’s best-known lawyers, died in Ashludie Hospital, Monifieth after a ten-week illness.

Senior Partner in Messers Rollo, Steven & Bond, Seagate, he had been Honorary Sheriff-Substitute since 1961.

Mr Bond was educated at Morgan Academy. 

After a spell on his own account, he was asked to join Messers Rollo & Steven in 1936, as a partner. He later became Senior Partner. Among the many criminal cases he handled was that of Mrs Jessie Jordan, the hairdresser who was charged under the Official Secrets Act. She had been acting as a “Post Box”, for information collected in America on behalf of the Germans.

Awarded Medal

During the First World War, which interrupted his studies Dundee and Edinburgh University, Mr Bond was a Bombardier with the Royal artillery.

For Meritorious Service involving a gun position in face of a big push by the Germans, he was awarded the Military Medal in 1917.

He joined the Special Constabulary during the September crisis in 1938, and rose to the rank of Inspector.

Mr Bond was a keen football follower and also used to be a familiar figure at Rosemount Golf Course, of which he was a founder member.

He was also a curler and was an Honorary Member of the Bonnetmaker Craft.

He was a Director of the Royal Insurance Company Ltd., Chairman of the Rents Tribunal for Accommodation, a Notary Public and a Director of six other companies.

A widower, Mr Bond is survived by a son and a daughter. His home was at 9, Whitefauld Road.
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
