Dundee Dentist Dies

Well-known Dundee dentist, Mr David Y. S. Buttars died at his home 21 Argyle Street.

He had been in ill health since February.

His practice was at 23 Union Street. He is survived by his wife and daughter.

Mr Buttars, a popular figure in his profession, was a member of Dundee Dental Committee, The Dental Services Committee and was Past-President of the North of Scotland Branch of the Incorporated Dental Society and was on the Scottish Committee of the British Dental Association.

A native of Dundee, he began practice at the foot of the Hilltown shortly after the end of the First World War, in which he served in the Scots Guards. He moved to Union Street in 1947. The practice is being carried on by his partner Mr William Black.

Mr Buttars was a member of Mains Church, the Western club, the Bonnetmaker Craft and was an enthusiastic member of the Dundee Branch Scots Guards Association. He was 67.
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
