Mr Alex. Caird Dead

Mr Alexander Caird, a former Director of the Dundee outfitting firm of A. Caird & Sons. Ltd., has died at his home in Barnhill. He was 77 and had been in ill health for some years.

Mr Caird was the eldest son of the founder of the business. He was educated at Morgan Academy, and in 1901 he joined his father in the firm’s first shop in Union Street.

He became the central figure in the Dundee business and through his efforts a branch was opened in Perth in 1917. Two years earlier the firm had taken over the present premises in Reform Street Dundee. After his retiral from the Direcrorate in 1947, two other branches were opened – in St Andrew’s and Elgin.

His untiring application to business gained him a prominent position in the trade in Scotland. In 1931 he was elected President of the Scottish Federation of Tailors. He was also a member of he Bonnetmaker Craft in Dundee and was a Justice of the Peace.

He was well known in Glenshee where the Caird family has a country cottage.

Mr Caird’s main hobbies were gardening, hill climbing and angling. He was a member of Broughty Bowling Club for many years.

He is survived by Mrs Caird, three sons and three daughters. The business is carried on by his sons and nephews.
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
