Mr Hubert Carlton’s Noted Career

Mr Hubert Carlton the senior lawyer in Dundee and formerly a well-known public figure dies on Saturday in a Nursing Home. He was in his 93rd year and was the second oldest solicitor in Scotland.

He set up in practice in Dundee in 1894 and in 1924 he took his eldest son Mr H. J. Carlton into partnership with the legal firm of Messers H. & H. J. Carlton becoming one of the best known in the city.

Mr Carlton was a former Dean of the Faculty of Procurators and Solicitors in Dundee.

He was born in London and came to Dundee when he was three. He was educated at Dundee High School and served his law apprenticeship with the then Secretary of the School Mr A. W. Cumming, a solicitor, going on to qualify in Edinburgh. Mr Carlton was solicitor to Dundee and district Economic Building Society for more tan half a century. He held similar offices with Dundee Master Printers Association and Dundee Licensed Grocers Association.

Many Interests

He had been a member of Dundee Education Authority whose functions were taken over by the corporation, a director of Dundee High School representing the Incorporated Trades and a former Deacon of the Bonnetmakers Incorporation.

Mr Carlton a former President of Lochee Bowling club was Secretary of the Hunter Cup Competition for ten years. He was an elder of St Luke’s Church Lochee for half a century and was for many years a member of the Presbytery.

Last April Mr Carlton and his wife celebrated their Diamond Wedding at their home at 18 Lawside Road.

Mrs Carlton who is 88 survives him together with three sons and two daughters – Mr H. J Carlton who is an Honorary Sheriff Substitute of Perth and Angus, Mr Gut Carlton Manager of tea estates in Calcutta, Dr Sydney A. Carlton of Leicester, Mrs Elsie A. Kidd a well known Kirriemuir chemist and Mrs Catherine Kemp who stays in Dundee.
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
