William A. Clark

Business Man and Rotarian

Mr William A. Clark, founder member of Dundee Rotary Club and a director of Clark & Sinclair Ltd. Fruit Merchants 9-11 West Dock Street, Dundee died in a nursing home yesterday. He was 77 and had been ill for 6 months. 

Mr Clark inaugurated the Rotarians angling and bowling activities and was Convener of the Recreation Committee for 26 years. In April he was honoured by fellow Rotarians for supervising sports activities in aid of charities. Mr Clark was educated at Morgan Academy. In 1896 he went into partnership with Mr John Sinclair and in 1929 a private Limited Liability company was formed. Mr Sinclair died in 1931.

Blowing was Mr Clark’s favourite recreation. For 25 years he was a member of Broughty Ferry club and was three times champion and twice President. When he left Broughty for Balgay, he was made an Honorary Member.

In 1935, Mr Clark was President of Forfarshire Bowling Association and he is an Ex-President of the Dundee Association.

Mr Clark is a past President of Dundee Angling Club, a member of Dundee curling club and a Bonnetmaker. His church was Ward Chapel. He resided at 5, Blackness Avenue, Dundee.

Pre-deceased by his wife 8 years ago Mr Clark is survived by two sons – Mr Alfred M. Clark, Chairman of the directors of Clark & Sinclair Ltd., and Mr W. Gordon Clark C. A., a director of Edward McGregor Ltd, wholesale Confectioners Dundee.
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
