Mt Robert Duncan

Mr Robert Duncan, former headmaster of Rockwell secondary School, Dundee and one of the city’s best known figures in education and other fields, died suddenly at his home 294, Strathmartine Road, Dundee.

Mr Duncan, who was 77, had been in hospital recently and returned home a few weeks ago.

He retired from Rockwell in 1953.

He was an authority on ‘Old Dundee’; well known for his reminiscent talks on old time school days in the city and was in great demand as a lecturer and speaker.

A former pupil of Harris Academy, he was an M. E. Graduate of St Andrew’s University.

He joined the staff of Stobswell School in 1910 and after 9 years went to the English Department of his old school the ‘Harris’.

Second Master

He was second master at Dudhope and Clepington, then Head of South Road School, Lochee and at Mitchell Street.

His appointment at Rockwell (then junior secondary), was in 1945. 

Mr Duncan was a former Secretary and President of Dundee Head Teacher’s Association.

He was in the ‘Old Dundee Parliament’ for many years. He was a cricket lover and a member of Downfield Golf Club.

He was Deacon of the Bonnetmaker Incorporation of Dundee, a Guildry member, a former Session Clerk of St Cuthbert’s Church and later an elder of St John’s Church, Perth Road.

Mr Duncan is survived by his wife, who is at present in hospital.
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
