Death of Mr T. D. Duncan

Mr T. D. Duncan, a well known Dundee Master Baker, who graduated form a small one time bakery in Benvie Road, in the 1930’s to become a Managing Director of a large bakery chain, has died suddenly in the Channel Islands. He was 77.

Mt Thomas Donaldson Duncan, (known as TD), who had been resident if Guernsey for a number of years, was born in Kirriemuir in 1908. 

He started his own bakery in 1933, baking on a small cooker and hot plate in Benvie Road

A few years later, once he had become established, he moved to larger premises in Cleghorn Street. In 1941, he was turning out 24,000 rolls every morning.

Nicol & Smibert’s approached him in 1945, and when suitable arrangements were made he became Managing Director.

Two years later he purchased A. G. Kidd’s when the business came on the market and in the 1950’s his business grew again taking over D. M. Robertson, Dundee Bakeries, Johnston store Bakery and J. R. Ingram. In 1957, a chance meeting with Professor R. Browning, Chairman of Beattie’s Ltd., led to his becoming associated with the bakery.

During his career, Mr Duncan travelled extensively, visiting many European countries as far as India, Thailand, Tibet, China, Cambodia and Nepal.

Mr Duncan retired, and went to live in Guernsey in 1974. His home ‘La Petite Favorita” was in St Peter Port.

For many years he was an honorary Vice-President of Downfield Music Society.

He is survived by his wife Margaret, his sons Donny and Hamish – both in Canada – and daughter Leila, who lived near her father in Guernsey, grand-children and great-grandchildren.
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
