Prominent Figure in Building Trade

Tom Fenwick a prominent figure in the Dundee building trade has died at the age of 82.

Mr Fenwick was proprietor of Tom Fenwick, General Joiners and Building Contractors, Fairfield Street, for many years until he retired in 1985.

He was also a long serving member of the Dundee Building Trades (Employers) Association and a member of the Bonnetmaker’s Craft of the city.

Born in Dundee, Mr Fenwick was educated at Downfield School and Morgan Academy, and he started working with his father at the Balmuir  Smithy. When his father retired in 1942, Mr Fenwick's brother David took over the blacksmith’s side of the business, leaving him to take over the Cartwright and joinery work. The brothers later moved to premises in Fairfield Street.

When he sold the business 12 years ago, the buyer retained the Fenwick name.

He and his wife Jessie lived in Park Road for many years and after her death a few years ago, Mr Fenwick moved to Broughty Ferry.

He was a member of St Luke’s and Queen Street Church.

In addition to two brothers, Mr Fenwick is survived by his son, daughter and four grandchildren.
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
