Mr Robert Hamilton

Mr Robert Hamilton, a well-known figure in Dundee insurance circles and former Quantity Surveyor and fire Loss Assessor, has died in Dundee Royal Infirmary.

He lived at 16, Norwood, Newport with his son Robert, a teacher of physical education at Rockwell High Secondary School, Dundee.

Mr Hamilton, who was 79, was born at Carluke. He began his career in an Architects office at Hamilton, and started business of his own in Motherwell in 1907.

During the First World War he was in Air Construction Service, Royal Engineers and immediately after the war was in charge of airfields at Montrose, Leuchars and Donibristle and the seaplane base at Stannergate, Dundee. At that time he lived at Montrose. When he left the service he went into business there and was the last Burgh Assessor of the town. When he left for Dundee, the work was taken over by the local authority.

At Montrose he was an elder of the Parish Church for four years.

Business Interests

Mr Hamilton started a business in Reform Street, Dundee in 1936. From 1934, until his retiral in 1959, he was also associated with McLaren, Dick & Co. Claims Adjusters.

Since his retiral, he had assisted in the business he founded, which is now being carried on by another son James. Mr Hamilton was a senior elder of the Parish church (St. Mary’s), and was a member of the Bonnetmaker Craft and Business club.

For over 50 years he had been a member of Lodge Livingstone, St Andrews (573) Motherwell. He was interested in music, and in the early part of the century took part in a competition in Choral work as a bass singer.

Mr Hamilton was predeceased by his wife about 10 years ago. He is survived by his two sons.
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
