Mr William Jackson Dead

Mr William L. Jackson 284, Strathmartine Road Dundee, former City Business Man, Magistrate and Town Councillor, died suddenly in the Royal Infirmary yesterday.

He was 68 and took ill on Wednesday night at the home of one of his sisters. 

Mr Jackson was educated at the Harris Academy and the High School. In 1919, he entered the family business, which his father started and eventually became senior partner in the firm P. T. Jackson, Cycle Agents, 31, Victoria Road.

He represented the former Ward VIII in the town Council from 1950 to 1953, with spells as the Convener for the Further Education, Town Planning and Works Committees. He was also a Magistrate.

As a young man he was keen on motorcycling and raced at Monifieth.

National Chairman

Mr Jackson was a former Chairman of the Scottish and of the National Cycle Traders Association. He held the Long Service Medal as a Special Constable, was a Bonnetmaker and was an elder of St Paul’s Nethergate Church.

He was a Petty Officer Air Fitter in the Second World War.

Mrs Jackson died 7 weeks ago. There was no family. He is survived by two brothers and two sisters.
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
