Mr Edward Parker Dead

The death took place at his home 4, Farrington Street, Dundee yesterday of Mr Edward Parker, after a fortnight’s illness.

Mr Parker, who would have been 88 next month, was associated with the firm of Edward Parker & Co. Ltd., Leather Belting Manufacturer Progress Works South Tay Street Dundee. He was a son of the late Mr Edward Parker, who owned Mid Street Mill and a grandson of a former Provost of Dundee.

On leaving Dundee High School Mr Parker went to Bolton to serve his apprenticeship as a currier with his cousin’s firm William Walker & Son.

He returned to Dundee and joined his brother in the leather trade. He took control of the business when the latter went south to found Parker Brothers Whitehouse Street Tannery, Bristol. He became well known throughout the trade in Scotland and England. When he retired from active management of Edward Parker & Co. Ltd in 1923, his nephew Bailie James D. Hardie took over. 

Balgay Bowling club will miss its oldest member. “Ned” as he was affectionately known was a player of outstanding ability upon whom the years rested lightly, and it was only in very recent months that he “played his bowls from the bank”. A Past President of the club he was deeply concerned not only in its welfare but also the welfare of all those who played the game.

The earliest years of the century found him one of Monifieths keenest golfers and he was a great exponent of  “cleek” play. He was for many years a member of Broughty Golf Club and many times a winner of its trophies. He was for some time Honorary Treasurer of Ward Road Methodist church.

Predeceased by his wife in 1943, he is survived by three daughters, one of whom, Miss Hilda Parker is the well-known head of the massage department of Dundee Royal Infirmary.
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
