Mr Leslie was born into St Andrew’s church and as a young boy pumped the bellows in the pulpits.
He attended Morgan Academy as well as Sunday School and was a piper with the Boys Brigade.

Mr Leslie was ordained as an elder in 1946, an appointment he held for 60 years, latterly becoming a senior.

He became a session clerk during the 1950s, a position he held for around 30 years.
For most of his working life he worked with leather manufacturers Edward Parker & Co. Ltd., which led to his involvement with the Nine Trades as a shoemaker.

Mr Leslie was also are responsible for organising the procession through the church marking the annual 'Kirkin' of the Trades, for over 50 years.

He married his wife Mary who pre-deceassd him in 1934. During the war  Mr Leslie was an officer with the Royal Artillery..
Living in  the Stobswell area of Dundee and latterly Monifieth, he was described as a man of wit and humour who always had a comment and response for every occasion. He is survived by daughters Pat and Sheila, four grandchildren and seven great-grandchildren.
