A well known Dundee business man has been removed by the death of Mr William Burns of the firm of Messers Burns & Harris, stationers and Printers, Nethergate and Tayside Works, Long Wynd at his residence at Roxdene, West Park yesterday.

Mr Burns, who was 67 years of age, had practically a life long connection with printing in Dundee. He served his apprenticeship with the late Mr William Smith and rose to be manager, which office he continued when the business was taken over by Mr William Kidd

Almost 40 years ago Mr Burns started in business on his own account at 102 Nethergate and six years later he took the late Mr William Harris into partnership. So rapidly did their business that the larger premises had to be acquired and 25 years ago Tayside Works was built.

Mr Burns was a popular member of the trade and was a most capable businessman and his genial manner gained for him many friends.

Angling was his hobby and he was one of the oldest members of the West End Angling Club, playing an important part in its many competitions and winning the cup for the first competition of the season last year.

Mr Burns was also a keen bowler and was prominent in the Balgay Club. He was also much interested in music, being at one time a member of the Scottish Musical Society as a violinist.

He is survived by Mrs Burns and four sons, one of whom is in India. Another son fell in the war. Mr William Harris, his partner in business pre-deceased him over a year ago.
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
