William Stevenson Philip

Former Citizen of the Year

FORMER Dundee Citizen of the Year William Stevenson Philip, who worked with Halley Stevenson Ltd., dyers and furnishers for over 50 years, has died at the age of 90. 

Born in Dundee in 1912, Mr Philip was educated at Dundee High School and the London School of Economics.

After graduating he returned to Dundee and in 1936 joined the family firm of Francis Stevenson & Sons Ltd as a director. He served as a fire warden in Dundee during the second world war.

In 1941 he was made managing director and then became chairman in 1979, remaining with the company until his retirement at the age of 74.

Mr Philip was made Dundee Citizen of he Year in 1979 for his long years of voluntary service on behalf of the deaf.

He became involved with the problems of deaf people when he joined the Tayside and Western Isles Association for the Deaf, and went on to become chairman of the association in 1968.

He was also a member of the council of the British Jute Trade Research Association for a record term of 2  Years, retiring in 1959.

He is survived by his daughters Alice and Anna, and grandchildren Laura and Johnny.
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
