Death of Mr Edward Piggot

Mr Edward Piggot, well known in the butchery trade in Dundee for over 50 years has died in Roxburgh House after a short illness. He was 80.

Me Piggot, who ran his shop at 50 Wellgate for 52 years, retired in 1972.

Born in Lochee, he left Morgan Academy at 14, and entered his father’s business in Wellgate. When his father died at an early age, he ran the firm in partnership with his mother until her death in 1953.

From the, until 1972, he ran the business on his own. He had two terms as President of the Dundee and District Master Butchers Association, and one as Deacon of the Flesher Craft. In his younger days he was a keen golfer and curler and a member of the Downfield and Baldovan Clubs. He was also a founder member of Dundee Master Butcher’s Curling Club.

Mr Piggot had lived since 1941 at 60 Frederick Street, Downfield.

His wife Margaret died two years ago and he is survived by two daughters Helen and Edna and a son, Ian as well as eight grand children and three great grandchildren.
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
