Mr Douglas Stewart, former Dundee Master Butcher, died at his home 69 Old Gilmore Place, Ancrum Road. He was 60.

Mr Stewart’s father and four of his six brothers were butchers. He served his apprenticeship with his father Mr Alex. Stewart in the Polepark business, which had been in the family for 100 years when it was sold five years ago. He had retired ten years ago through ill health.

In his younger days, Mr Stewart was a noted sportsman. He weighed nearly 18 stone and was star turn in goal in the one time annual charities football match between Dundee Butcher’s and Minister’s. He equipped himself with a small folding stool for slack periods, and always wore a monacle.

He was fond of motoring – was a driver in France during the First World War and was a keen swimmer. He was a member of St Andrew’s Swimming and Life Saving Club.

Mr Stewart was a member of Masonic Lodge St David’s, and of the Nine Incorporated Trades.
