Death of Dundee Master Butcher

The death occurred in a Dundee hospital yesterday of Mr James S. Wallace, one of the best known master Butchers in the city. Mr Wallace, who was 72, had been in ill health for some years.

In 1912, Mr Wallace entered partnership with his brother-in-law the late Mr William Jack at 138 Princes Street, Dundee. In the early 1940’s he went into business on his own at that address. Later he joined partnership with his son Mr John J. Wallace and the firm became known ad James S. Wallace & Son. 

Mr Wallace senior had not taken an active interest in the business for the past five years.

He had long-standing connections with Dundee Master Butcher’s Association and was a well-known figure in livestock marts throughout the district. He was also connected with the Nine Trades.

He was a founder member of \lodge Roineach Mhor 1308 (Downfield) and was also a Past Master of the Lodge.

During the First World War, Mr Wallace served with the Scots Guards. He was wounded and blinded by gas in France, being invalided home.
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
