City Solicitor Dies

A former senior solicitor in Dundee Mr James Hunter Sutherland has died age 87 after a lengthy illness.

Born in Glasgow and brought up in Giffnock, he won a Scholarship to Oxford University and went on to study law at Glasgow University.

He joined Hendry & Fenton, which became Miller Hendry in Dundee, before the Second World War and rose to become senior partner before he retired in the late 1960‘s. 

Mr Sutherland met his future wife Margaret in 1944, and the couple lived in Rockfiekld Crescent until Margaret's death five years ago. Mr Sutherland moved last year to live with his daughter, Janet, at Tomatin, near Inverness.

Mr Sutherland as well as being actively involved with the Associated Trades of Dundee, was a member of the Grampian Mountaineering Club, a keen bird watcher and took regular fishing holidays in Alaska.

He is survived by three daughters Sheila, who lives in New York State, Janet in Tomatin and Anna in Edinburgh, and eight grandchildren.
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
