Death of Noted Dundee Citizen

A venerable citizen of Dundee greatly esteemed by all who knew him has been removed by the death of Mr George Cuthbert, which occurred yesterday at the residence of his daughter in Richmond.

In many ways the life of Mr Cuthbert was similar to that of his father, Mr George Cuthbert who died in 1892. Both were oldest members of the Nine Incorporated Trades of Dundee and both served as Deacon of the Hammerman Trade. Each died in his 81st Year.

Mr Cuthbert belonged to a family of coachbuilders. His father, who was born in Perth, came to Dundee as a young man and rapidly extended the business of Thomas Cuthbert & Son, which his father had founded. 

He feud from the Town nearly a quarter of an acre of the Meadows and erected the most expensive coachworks in the north east of Scotland.

Built Rail Carriages.

He was the first man in Scotland to build railway carriages. In this enterprise he was so successful that he erected a new establishment in Meadowside for this special purpose. 

He built carriages for the Dundee and Newtyle Railway, the Glasgow and Ayr, Dundee and Arbroath and Dundee and Perth Railways.

In 1880 his son, whose death has now occurred, was transferred to the Meadowside establishment. He later took part in the negotiations for the transfer of the coachworks to the Government.

The site was acquired for the General Post Office and Messers Cuthbert removed to premises in Ward Road.

Among the members of the Nine Incorporated Trades, Mr Cuthbert was an extremely popular personality. He had held the offices of Deacon and Assessor and even in advanced years he willingly played his part in the social gatherings of that body. 

Skilled Musician

He was a skilled musician in his younger days and played the violin well, and possessing a sweet tenor voice. When he had long passed the allotted span he used to delight the members of the Nine Trades at social functions with his rendering of “The Dear Little Shamrock”.

He was also a keen angler.

Mr Cuthbert, who retired from business a considerable time ago, was for long connected with Willison-Bell Church. Predeceased by his wife, he is survived by two daughters. One is a doctor in Richmond and the other is the wife of the Reverend J. Ford McLeod, Tron Church, Edinburgh.

Mr Cuthbert formerly resided at Gartlands, Strathern Road, Broughty Ferry.
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
