Former Managing Director Dies at 78

Former Managing Director of Minerva Radiators in Dundee, Mr Douglas Fleming Gow has died. He was 78.

A native of Dundee, Mr Gow of Harley Street, was educated at Morgan Academy, before joining the army at the start of the Second World War. War service took him to France - where he won the Military Medal for Gallantry in the field, assisting in the recovery of the wounded – and in North Africa.

As a Sergeant Major in the RASC, he was concerned with the task of keeping ambulances fit for service and succeeded in keeping more ambulances on the road than any other pool. 

At the end of the war, Mr Gow returned to Dundee and began a career with Minerva Radiators, which eventually saw him open branches all over Scotland.

A keen fisherman and skilled shot, he was a member of a number of gun clubs and also of Kincordie Fishing Club.

In spite of a period of ill health he continued golfing and shooting and was fishing as recently as last week. He also found time to pass on his shooting skills to a number of local children.

Mr Gow, whose wife Nancy died some years ago, is survived by his sons Iain and Douglas and his brother Ronald.
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
