Mr James C. Lamb Found Dead in Bath

Mr James C. Lamb, the founder and Chairman of Lamb’s Garage Ltd, the well-known Dundee motor firm dies suddenly at his Crieff home on Saturday.

He was 67 and was found dead in his bath. His housekeeper became anxious at the continued quiet in the house and got no reply when she knocked on the bathroom door.

She called the doctor, who made the discovery. Mr Lamb was formerly one of Dundee’s most active businessmen and was prominent in the Scottish Motor Trade and as a keen worker for the Unionist cause.

Retired to Crieff

He retired to Crieff in 1956. And Mrs Lamb died a year ago. He lived at Balmenoch, Comrie Road. Formerly he lived in Strips of Craigie Road.

A Dundee man, Mr Lamb was educated at the High School and St. Andrew’s University, where he graduated B.Sc. Engineering.

He served apprenticeships at Stockport and later was with a Peterborough firm, turning out engines for the first tanks.

During the 1914-18 war, he was in action as an air pilot.

In 1920, Mr Lamb founded the Dundee Motor Business in King Street and pioneered many servicing methods. One of his innovations was the finishing of cars on cellulose.

The firm moved to its present quarters in Trades Lane in 1925 and expanded greatly under Mr Lamb’s direction. For many years he took a prominent part in motor trade affairs and was honoured with the Presidency of the Scottish Motor Trade Association in 1938 and again in 1939. He was a member of the Institute of Mechanical Engineers.

Apart from the motor trade Mr Lamb was prominent in Dundee affairs. He was Past-President of City Business Club and an Ex-Dean of the Hammerman Incorporation.

He was a former Governor of University College and a prominent Freemason having been RWM of Lodge Dundee St. Mary.

Ex-President

He was an office bearer in Dundee Unionist and Liberal National Association for many years and held office as President.

He was also vice-Chairman of the Kinross Perthshire Unionist Association, a member of Perthshire County Council and Governor of Morrison’s Academy Crieff.

A keen photographer, he was a Past-President of Dundee & East of Scotland Photographic Association.
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
