Death of Dundee solicitor

 The death occurred in a nursing home on Saturday of Mr James Simpson well known Dundee Solicitor, who had been Clerk of the Nine Incorporated Trades for 33 years. His home was at ‘Floralbank’ Tayport Road, East Newport.

Mr Simpson, who was 71, started his career with the late Mr Gray Bissett and took control over that office over 40 years ago.

He was joined in partnership in 1928 by his brother and the firm became J. & E> R. Simpson, solicitors, 12 Bank Street.
