Mr George E. Scott Dead

The jute industry lost a leading personality in Mr George E. Scott, who died suddenly at his home ‘Binrock’, Perth Road, Dundee on Friday, as reported briefly in our later editions on Saturday.

He was a great great Grandson of the founder of James Scott & Sons Ltd., whose origins go back 170 years. 

Mr Scott, age 71, had been for over 12 years Chairman of Mid Wynd Holding company Ltd., whose main subsidiary was James Scott & Sons Ltd., Jute Spinners and Manufacturers, Mid Wynd, Hillbank and Dura Works, Dundee, and Wallace Works, Perth.

Two years ago, he became President of Scott & Robertson Ltd., a Company formed in a merger of the jute and related interests of the Mid Wynd company and those of Robertson Industrial Textiles Ltd. He was on the Board of a number of associated companies and was also Chairman of Dundee Supply co.

Educated at Seafield House, Broughty Ferry, Clifton College and Trinity College, Cambridge, he travelled widely on business in America, Canada and Brazil and at one time served his firm in Calcutta.

In public work he was known as a genial person who did not believe in long speeches. He gave wise counsel directly and to the point. He gave valuable committee service to the Jute Trade Associations and was the first Chairman of the Jute Trade Research Association.

He was keenly interested in the Orphanage Home, the Royal Institution for the Blind, Dundee YWCA and other bodies. He was also a Trustee of several charitable Trusts.

He was the senior member of the Session at Ryehill. A former Captain of Panmure Golf Club, he was also a member of Blairgowrie Golf Club, Dundee Angling Club and Lundie and Auchterhouse Curling club.

During the First World War he served in the Machine Gun Corps and later in the RASC.

He is survived by his wife, his son Mr George W, E. Scott, who is a Director of Scott & Robertson Ltd., and his daughter Mrs Frieda Heaphy of Edinburgh.
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
